 Saints Alive! Fr. Ray’s favorite Saints this week… 

June 3: St. Charles Lwanga and companions (1886+) were pages at the court of King Mwanga 
who refused to give the king the sexual favors he demanded. Charles became the head catechist 
and baptized the younger of the pages at night before the 22 Catholics and 24 Protestants were 
marched 16 miles to the place of execution on Lake Victoria in Uganda.  
June 4: St. Quirinus (308), the bishop in what is now Sisak, Croatia was seized for the crime of 
being a Christian, was marched to what is now Hungary and was martyred there. His true relics 
were brought to Rome in the early fifth century and are now venerated at Santa Maria in           
Trastevere. St. Jerome (from Dalmatia) proudly speaks of this fellow countryman.  
June 5: St. Boniface (675-754) is called the apostle of Germany. He was from England and left 
with a missionary monastic band to evangelize central Germany. I hope to see his relics in Fulda, 
along with his bloodied breviary still bearing the hatchet marks of his  martyrdom.  
June 6: St. Norbert (1080-1134) was a blasé nobleman till he was knocked off his horse in a      
violent thunderstorm. The conversion was sudden and complete. He sold everything and went to 
Rome to confess his misdeeds to the pope himself. He founded the Premonstratensians and his 

relics were preserved from Lutheran Magdeburg by moving them to Catholic Strabov.  
June 7: Blessed Anne of St. Bartholomew (1626) St. Teresa of Avila repeatedly talks about her special companion as a great       
servant of God. Teresa died in Anne’s arms. After Teresa’s death Anne helped open convents from Paris to Antwerp. When she 
died, this sister had 20,000 show up for her funeral: not bad for a cloistered discalced Carmelite nun!

Community Service Opportunity  

The St. John’s Charitable Society (SJCS) is a group of  

parish volunteers whose goal is to assist residents of St. 

Mary’s County who are struggling to make ends meet.  

The primary work of SJCS is carried out through a phone 

ministry whereby our volunteers accept calls from those in 

need, and determine if, and how, SJCS can help. Working 

in teams of two, our volunteers commit to taking calls over 

a two week period. Phone assignments occur                  

approximately 4-5 times per year, and are planned around 

each volunteer’s schedule requirements.  

All calls are handled on a dedicated SJCS cell phone and 

all client information is kept confidential. A meeting of 

SJCS members takes place every other Thursday evening 

to review and discuss client calls. Otherwise, the phone 

ministry is carried out within the volunteer’s home         

environment. Training is provided for new volunteers.  

In addition to the phone ministry, SJCS volunteers also 

engage in:  

Organizing the Christmas Angel Tree Program, to help 

make Christmas happier for a child or elderly person in 

need.  

Coordinating St. John’s parish participation in Wrapping 

Arms ‘Round Many (WARM). The St. John’s volunteers 

participate as a “helping church” in the local interfaith 

effort to provide meals and overnight shelter for overflow 

homeless of St. Mary’s County during the winter.  

Through participation in SJCS, our volunteers: Improve 

lives; Provide second chances; Meet others who desire to 

put Christian values into action by serving the local     

community.
