April 11: St Gemma Galgani
(1878-1903) is a rock star
among saints; she frequently
appears during exorcisms to
cast out demons to this day. It
was from the charming town of
Lucca that she had a vision of
the Passionist St Gabriel Pos-
senti, who healed her and clari-
fied her vocation as a victim
soul. Her relic shrine is in the
Passionist church in Lucca. Her
spiritual director is now blessed
Germano.

Apr 12: St. Joseph Moscati
(1880-1927) a medical doctor
from a town near Naples who
saw medicine as much his voca-
tion as a priest. He was in
charge of a hospital for the in-
curabili; his relic shrine is at the
Gesu Nuovo in Naples.

Apr 13: St. Martin I (655+) is
the last pope (so far) to have
been publically scourged and
martyred. He was tortured and
imprisoned in Constantinople,
exiled to Crimea, where he died
of his injuries as a martyr.

Apr 15: Bd. Caesar de Bus
(1544-1607) was educated with
the Jesuits in Avignon (I used
to hang at their seminary)
where he could not decide
whether he was called to the
theater or the military! Instead,
he chose the priesthood and
became the originator of ‘whole
family’ catechesis. I hope to
pray at his tomb in Avignon on
a return visit to my French
hometown.

Apr 16: St. Benoit —Joseph
Labre (1748-1783) is a French-
man, who at the age of 22 de-

cided to become a permanent
pilgrim living on alms; he want-
ed to replicate that unique aspect
of Jesus’ life with “nowhere to
lay his head.” By the age of 26 he
was sleeping in the rough of the
colosseum, but rapt in prayer
before the Blessed Sacrament.
Visit his relic shrine in the Ma-
donna dei Monti church in Rome.
He died at the age of 35. He is
the patron saint of tramps, beg-
gars, the homeless and pilgrims.

And St. Bernadette Soubirous
(1844-1879) of Lourdes (who
also died at the age of 35) en-
countered our Lady and changed
the way we think about Marian
apparitions. What fewer people
know is that she is the most per-
fectly incorrupt saint ever — see
her body at Nevers, France with
your own eyes.
